How does this affect Somerset County Council volunteers?

We believe that non-smokers have the right to work in a safe and healthy environment and this includes being protected from second hand smoke.

· All county council  

    buildings and buildings 

    used for council business 

    are smoke free

· All county council vehicles  

   are smoke free

· Volunteer drivers must not  

    smoke while transporting 

    service users

· They must not smoke in their  

    car for at least thirty minutes 

    before collecting passengers

· Service users must not 

    smoke in county council 

    vehicles or in a volunteer 

    driver’s car.  If it is a long 

    journey, then we suggest 

    that a stop is made to 

    allow the person to smoke

· Where volunteers go to 

   someone’s home as part 

   of their work, they must not 

   smoke there

· When volunteers visit a 

   service user in their own   

   home where the service 

   user smokes, it is 

   reasonable for volunteers 

   to ask that the service user 

    does not smoke during 

   the visit.  The service user 

   should be asked not to 

   smoke for at least thirty 

   minutes before the 

   volunteer visits

Considering others

· The council will continue 

    to respect the needs of 

    smokers as long as the 

    health of non-smokers is 

    also protected.

· Volunteers must show 

    consideration for 

    non-smokers by not 

    smoking near entrances 

    or near open windows.
